� Jesus baptized and tempted at the

However, another Passover (the second) can be 
inferred between Jn 4.35 and 5.1,  allowing for this three and one-half year ministry (Hoehner; Thomas/Gundry). * Others use the years 27-30 (cf. Thomas/Gundry).
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
